Student Achievement Data - Parent Teacher Student conferences were an opportunity to discuss your child's
individual progress and achievement.

In this newsletter I will report on Student Achievement in two areas of Maths and Reading Comprehension.  There is
still much confusion about the new 'National Standards' so I will report using norm referenced assessment which
describes what the average student of any given age can do now - allowing us to describe our student achievement against
the current national average performance.

In Reading Comprehension, 80% of our students are performing at or above the current national average
performance.

In Mathematics, 82% of our students are performing at or above the current national average performance.

Both of these results are slightly better than the current national average performance of 77%.  In next week's newsletter
I will report the same data above with alignment to the National Standards.
